FOOD GONE BY mid january. they then lived on what little
game they could catch - and scanty but kind aid fm some
neighbours who also short of food. no supply to be had
at merchants stores in sandwich bay. By mid feb very weak
had to moved to handy harbor island 6 miles N of packs hr
hoping to catch seals and sea birds and mussels.

ice came in could not get back to mainland.

In aug 1869 at packs hr- he debilited unable to work
family very poor. good assistance fm judge pinsent on behalf
of government.
